The 2021/325308 project, implemented by Termoficare Napoca S.A. is cofinanced within the "Energy
programme in Romania”, through Innovation Norway as program operator.

The main objective of the project is to implement a photovoltaic system with an installed capacity of
0.420 MW within Termoficare Napoca company, at the District Heating Plant platform (CTZ) level,
located at 68-70 Plevnei Street, in Cluj-Napoca, with the aim of producing electricity from renewable
sources. The electricity produced will partially cover the energy consumption required by the pumping
equipment and associated systems of the District Heating Plant platform (CTZ), with the possibility of
injecting electricity into the National Energy System - SEN.

The main outcomes targeted by the project refer to:

- a photovoltaic system with a total installed capacity of 0,420 MW,

- reduction of greenhouse effect emissions by 150 tons of CO2/year;

- energy produced from renewable sources, average annual amount of 492 MWh.

The total eligible amount of the project is 523,160 Euros, out of which the non-refundable financial
assistance is 313,896 Euros. The project will be implementated over the next 13 months and shall be
completed within September 30 ™ 2023.
